Add-On means the additional program which works together with the IMBA Base
Unit to enhance the functionality of the software.

Business Day means a day other than a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday in the
United States.

Base Unit means the IMBA software application, written in Microsoft Visual Basic 6,
to perform bioassay calculations and dose assessments utilising the IMBA modules,
together with the incorporated HTML Help files and Technical Documentation.
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HTML Help File means the compiled file written in Hypertext Markup Language (and
incorporated in the Software) to assist the user in navigating the Software’s user
interface and in performing the various calculation tasks for which the Software is
designed.

Licence means this End User Licence Agreement.

Licence Fee means the fee, if any, as specified in the order form and as payable by
you to Renaissance Code Development in accordance with condition 5.

Microsoft Visual Basic® 6 means the sixth major release (i.e. Version 6) of
Microsoft’s Windows software application development system, where Visual Basic
is a registered trademark of Microsoft Corporation.

Support Services means the services provided by us to you specified in condition 4.

Software Distribution Agreement means the agreement dated January 5, 2022
between UKHSA and Renaissance Code Development, LLC, regarding Distribution
of the Developed Software.

2. SCOPE OF LICENCE

2.1.In consideration of the payment of the Licence Fee to the Distributor, if any,
the Licensor and the Distributor hereby grants to you a non-exclusive, non-
transferable licence to use the Software and the Technical Documentation on
the terms of this Licence.
